1. ICLI sponsored Programs and Outreach 

Highlights: 

During the last 2 ‰ months, there has been a flurry 
of activities at ICLI. With the arrival of spring 
weather, pace of events have picked up and we 
continue to organize on-campus as well as off 
campus programs to fully project and highlight 
ICLI leadership role in the community. 
Following is the summary of Programs and 
Outreach efforts during March 12, 2009 and May 
10, 2009: 
On-Going: 
� Friday Khutbah: The Khutbah Committee 
continues to work diligently in organizing 
Khateebs for Friday prayers. The speakers are 
carefully selected and the same ensures 
that the community stays engaged and benefits 
from the knowledge gained through 
Khutbah. 
� Every Saturday night, Br. Mufti Farhan hosts 
series of lectures on �Building Islamic 
Character� 
� Sunday school registration for school year 
2009/2010 is ongoing. First �Members Only� 
registration event was held on March 15, 2009. 
March13, 2009: Seerat-un Nabi Program: This 
event was held in conjunction with ICNA and YM. 
March 14, 2009: Islam 101: Sister Seemi hosted a 
group of 18 teachers from Brentwood school 

district and gave a 1 ‰ hour talk on Islam in 
particular and Muslim community in general. 
March 15, 2009: Sunday school pre-registration for 
ICLI members only. Kindly see Education 
3 Committee report for details. 
March 18, 2009: SUNY Old Westbury Student 
Group: Sister Seemi hosted a group of 25 students 
from SUNY Old Westbury and gave a 1 ‰ hour 
talk on Islam in particular and Muslim 
community in general. 
March 19, 2009: PBS On-Location and Interview 
with Dr. Faroque Khan: PBS is making a 
documentary on Prophet Ibrahim (PBUH). The 
documentary�s main purpose is to focus on the life 
of Prophet Ibrahim (PBUH) for wider American 
audience. Part of the filming for the documentary 
was done at ICLI and Dr. Khan was interviewed 
for the same. 
March 29, 2009: A group consisting of congregants 
from Wantagh Temple visited on March 29, 2009 
from 11am to 130pm. Sunday schools E and F 
classes hosted the group and visiting members of 
Wantagh Temple observed Zuhr prayers. 
March 29, 2009: Youth Social Action: Sister Nazli 
Chaudhry coordinated an Interfaith Youth 
Social Action day: a joint community service 
opportunity for ICLI and Temple Beth Torah 
Temple of Melville. 40 ICLI students participated 
and prepared bagged lunches, toiletry kits, 
placemats and table clothes for donation to INN, 
Interfaith Nutrition Network, a homeless shelter 
and soup kitchen. 
April 4, 2009: Melville Islamic Center: Melville 
Islamic Center held its fundraising dinner. ICLI 
took part in the event with robust representation 
from executive Committee as well as members 
of the board of trustees. 
April 4, 2009: Dr. Sherman Jackson: Professor of 
Arabic and Islamic Studies, Department of Near 
Eastern Studies, The University of Michigan held a 
lecture at ICLI on Saturday evening. The topic, 
�Cultivating an Indigenous Culture though Our 
Masajids� was timely and thought provoking. 
April 17 through April 19, 2009: Dr. Ibrahim 
Negm: Dr. Negm hosted a series of lectures at ICLI

April 25, 2009: Domestic Harmony Foundation: DHF held its first 
Annual Fundraising Gala at the Greens at Half Hollow Theme of the 
event was "Women of hope, wiping tears, breaking the silence". 
Prominent speakers including Dr. Reza Aslan, an internationally 
acclaimed writer and scholar of religions, spoke at 
the event. 
April 26, 2009: ICLI Annual Spring Bazaar: The Annual Bazaar was 
held on April 26, 2009 from 10am to 3pm. Overall; the event was 
successful in raising over $4,000 for the center. The event 
highlighted the strength of community that ICLI serves and provides 
a venue for small businesses to sell their products. Kudos to Sister 
Seema Rahman and Br. Sohail Nabi for coordinating the event. 
April 30, 2009: March 10, 2009: ICLI Neighbors Open House: ICLI 
hosted its first open house for its neighbors on Jamie and Talbot 
Drives. The objective of the open house was to engage them with 
ICLI and listen to their concerns with respect to traffic and parking. 
ICLI also provided information of the new building plan highlighting 
the benefits to the whole neighborhood. Four  
Neighbors understandably expressed a host of concerns and the EC 
will continue the dialogue to ensure that genuine concerns are 
addressed before undertaking the new Building project. 
May 2, 2009: Visitors from the Netherlands: Team from Islamic 
school body of the Netherlands visited with Education Committee. 
The team was headed by Mohammed Talbi. The purpose of the visit 
was to look at the ICLI Sunday school set up and possibly follow the 
structure while establishing such schools in the Netherlands. The 
team was impressed with the structure and overall curriculum of 
ICLI Sunday school. Education Committee offered the team its 
ongoing assistance in their plan to setup new schools. The team 
invited Education Committee members to visit the Netherlands. 
May 2, 2009: Suffolk school district Teachers: Sister Seemi hosted a 
group of teachers from Suffolk County school districts and gave a 2-
hour talk on Islam in particular and Muslim community in general. 
May 8, 2009: Sheikh Mohammad Memon: ICLI hosted one of 
leading scholars from Buffalo, Sheikh Mohammad Memon. The 
lecture was centered on the life and times of Imam Ahmad Bukhari. 
2. Planned Programs: 

May 17, 2009: Unity in the Community: As always, a contingent of 
ICLI Sunday school students will be participating and volunteering 
at the Unity in the Community event at Suffolk YJCC in Commack. 
Student will be planting flowers at selected site. 
May 20, 2009: A group of 50 people from Long Island Traditions is 
visiting ICLI. The tour of ICLI is coordinated by East Meadow 
Library and Sister Reem Hussein. The tour will be conducted by Br. 
Nabi and Br. Rizwan. 
July 31, 2009: ICLI will be hosting students from Jerusalem. Details 
are being worked out and the event is coordinated by Sister Nazli. 
November 29, 2009: Annual Fundraising Dinner is scheduled. Please 
save the date. Suggestions on potential speakers are most welcome. 
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3.1: Building Project: The project is still work in progress. Br. Nazir 
Mir will be updating the trustees and community members on an 
ongoing basis. 
3.2: Home Purchase: ICLI has given an offer of $510,000. No update 
is available. It is our understanding that the house may have been 
sold. We will verify the same. 
3.3: Main Bathrooms Renovation: Executive Committee plans to 
undertake renovation of main masjid bathrooms during summer 
2009. Main focus of the renovation will be to restore hot water 
and eliminate moisture. Renovation should also help in easy ongoing 
maintenance. 
4. Committee Reports: 

4.1: Education Committee: 
The Sunday school continues to be a vibrant and integral part of the 
ICLI community. Currently, we have approximately 340 students 
registered. Our teaching staff consists of 24 classroom 
teachers and 4 Salah teachers. There are seven members of the 
Education Committee. Our teachers work very hard to create 
engaging lesson plans that are student-centered. Their efforts are 
guided by members of the Education Committee through weekly 
feed-back on lesson plans, classroom observations and professional 
development at teacher meetings. While covering the entire 
curriculum during the year remains priority, we believe it is equally 
important for students to enjoy the learning experience and look 
forward to attending Sunday School. While the curriculum focuses 
on Qur�an, Arabic, Muslim History, Seerah, and Islamic Practices, 
an overarching theme for the school-wide curriculum includes 
developing positive 
identities in our students. This includes imparting a sense of 
responsibility towards helping others and being active citizens. 
Through community service and fundraising efforts, students 
experience the importance of service-learning. The Salah Program 
continues to be a strong feature of the Sunday school. 
On the Administrative end, we are holding a series of student 
registration events for school year 2009/2010. First such registration 
event was held on March 15th and was open to members only. By 
offering �members only� registration days we hope that families will 
take advantage of the opportunity to register early while also 
supporting the center as a whole. This year, ICLI is offering 
discounts to parents on Sunday school fee if they become ICLI 
members. The progression this has been satisfactory. Like last year, 
we anticipate that many of our classes will �fill up� before the 
September. Current registration for 2009/2010 figures are as follows:

The Education Committee continues to work hard to improve the 
Sunday school. We welcome suggestions and comments and hope 
that every year is more successful than the pervious. 
4.2: Zakat Committee: 
Zakat Committee meets once a month or sooner if necessary, to 
review and approve Zakat requests from eligible individuals.

4.3: Domestic Harmony Committee: 
Call Volume: Call volume has not changed much since the last report 
in terms of client services but has seen a significant increase in terms 
of media related and networking collaborations with other 
organizations and potential supporters. For the month of March and 
April we received 9 calls for direct service requests, 4 referrals, 2 
mental health related and 7 media and networking related. 
Programs/Services: There has been a keen interest by new volunteers 
with whose help DHF is planning to start new and additional 
programs and services. This is still in the planning process and will 
be finalized by mid May. 
DHF fundraiser: DHF is happy to announce that they had a very well 
received and successful 1st Annual Fundraiser on April 25, 09. DHF 
had set some realistic goals which were achieved in 
order to continue to accomplish their mission and goals. 
DHF space: DHF continues to work from the new space provided by 
ICLI board. DHF is working on the set up and clean up of the 
allocated space in the basement area of 7 Jaymie Drive. 
DHF Zakat Funds: DHF is very cautious in using the Zakat monies 
approved and provided by ICLI for use towards eligible clients and 
families. Financial assistance is one of the bigger needs seen by the 
work done by DHF case workers towards their clients. DHF�s 
Challenge: One of the biggest challenges for DHF has been to find 
and retain pro bono attorneys for their clients. Pro bono attorneys 
and financial assistance are some of the bigger needs that are often 
times hard to meet in a timely manner. 
Press Release: DHF received very good exposure and publicity for 
their fundraiser gala in The South Asian Times and Newsday. DHF 
continues to get calls for interviews and write ups about their work 
within the South Asian and Muslim communities. 
DHF Documentary: DHF launched their first documentary titled 
"Unveiling the Faces of Domestic Violence, One Voice at a Time" at 
their fundraiser and it got some excellent reviews and was very 
well received by the audience. 
4.4.: Technology Committee: 
Technology plays an essential and pivotal role in our daily lives. 
Executive Committee, through the establishment of this committee, 
intends to derive maximum benefits by: 
� Full automation of ICLI office and its functions 
� Creation of ICLI WIFI Zone 
� Revamp of ICLI Website to make it more interactive and excellent 
source of information 
� Assess current as well as future Audio Visual needs of ICLI 
The Technology Committee has members with extensive IT 
background and meets on an ongoing basis. Following is the update 
on projects being pursued by the committee. 
1. Website hosting: The transfer is complete to a new company with 
more bandwidth and less expensive hosting cost. 
2. Website Revamp: The process has started and overall plan calls 
for brand new site with added features and functionality. 
3. WIFI Zone: The technical details have been worked out and a 
WIFI antenna will be installed during early summer. This will enable 
ICLI to offer broadband service within ICLI campus and will 
eliminate the need to maintain several cable accounts, hence saving 
of over $8,000. 
4. Email Addresses: Email addresses are available to all ICLI 
committee members and board of trustees. We will be circulating the 
new personalized email addresses during the next 2 months. 
5. Office Automation: It is in the planning stages and work will start 
during summer 2009. 
6. PA system: The quotes are in and it will be implemented before 
Ramadan.

Westbury, NY – April 23, 2009 – In the first of seve ral 
steps aimed at invalidating Rep. Peter King’s recen t 
assertions that Long Island Mosques are under 
surveillance, leaders from the Islamic Center of Lo ng 
Island (ICLI) in Westbury met with Nassau County 
Commissioner of Police, Mr. Lawrence W. Mulvey on A pril 
21, 2009. The meeting was held to specifically disc uss Rep. 
Peter King’s repeated false characterizations of Am erican 
Muslims. Commissioner Mulvey received ICLI Chairman  
of the Board, Mr. Habeeb Ahmed at Nassau County Pol ice 
Department headquarters in Garden City, NY to engag e in 

an open discussion on Rep. King’s remarks and his 
continuing onslaught on Long Island’s Muslims.  

During the discussion, Commissioner Mulvey clearly 
stated that he was not aware of any investigation o r 

surveillance activity of mosques in Nassau County. He 
asserted that the Police Department is not involved  in the 
practice of carrying out surveillance of any religi ous 
institutions. Furthermore, Commissioner Mulvey stro ngly 
reiterated his success in developing a strong and 
cooperative relationship with Long Island’s Muslim 
community. 

In a statement sent to Mr. Ahmed, Commissioner Mulv ey 
said, “The Nassau County Police Department enjoys a  
good relationship with the American Muslim communit y. I 
meet with the Muslim community regularly and with m ost 
of the Mosque leaders annually in anticipation of 
Ramadan. We have a particularly close relationship with 
the Islamic Center of Long Island in Westbury.” Aft er the 
meeting, Mr. Habeeb Ahmed said, “I welcome 
Commissioner Mulvey’s remarks. Our discussion 
reaffirmed Nassau County Police Department’s 
commitment to serve and protect all of Nassau Count y’s 
residents. The meeting also confirmed that Long Isl and’s 
Muslims continue to explore various avenues of 
cooperation with the police department beyond Homel and 
security issues.  

It is our effort to integrate the department with t he 
community at all levels including community initiat ives. 
We will have similar meetings with other law enforc ement 
agencies in the area.”  

Finally, Mr. Ahmed recalled Rep. Peter King’s recen t 
remarks as baseless and having no connection to rea lity. 
He called on Rep. Peter King to act responsibly as an 
elected official and resist the temptation to sland er Long 
Island’s population of over 25 thousand Muslim  
households.
